Project Homeless Connect 

The Lincoln County League of Women Voters par-
ticipated with volunteers from churches and agencies 
in our community, providing a day of service to your 
neighbors in Lincoln County who are homeless.

Lincoln 
County League’s consensus discussion based on this 
study is scheduled for our January membership 
meeting.  The consensus discussion questions are 
included in this newsletter, on page 4.

The open /top two primary proposal, ballot measure 
65, was soundly defeated in the November election.  
But that doesn’ t mean it won’ t reappear in some 
other form.  The LWVOR Action Committee tells 
us that “Same Day Registration”  and “ Instant Run-
off Voting”  are likely to be on the table during the 
2009 legislative session.  Both are addressed in the 
study.  We need to inform ourselves about these is-
sues and try to reach consensus.  Without consensus 
the League will not be able to take action.

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Election Methods Study 
Consensus Questions 

 
At our January meeting we will discuss the Election 

Methods Study.  One of the Methods evaluated 
appeared on our ballots last week—the Top Two, 
Ballot Measure 65.  There is a good possibility 
the Legislature will be considering two other 
Methods at their next session.  It is important that 
the League evaluate these methods and be able to 
join the discussion.   

 

To help with your consideration of the Study,  the 
LWVOR consensus questions follow: 

 

1. What elements are important to ensuring a fair 
and equable election process?  Why? 

2. Which four criteria are more important and which 
four are less important for electing representa-
tives who support voters interests?  Why? 

 a.  Encourage competitive elections 
 b.  Ensure majority (instead of plurality) 
 c.  Encourage minority representation 
 d.  Encourage gender representation 
 e.  Increase voter participation 
 f.  Offer range of voter choice 
 g.  Encourage geographical representation 
 h.  Encourage “sincere”  voting 
 i.  Encourage “wasted”  votes reduction 
 j.  Prevent political manipulation 
 k. easy to use and administer 
 l.  Fair and accurate representation of political      
     views 
3. Should Oregon explore other election methods?  

If so, using the above criteria, which of the cur-
rently proposed election changes should Oregon 
consider for state or local elections?  Why? 

4. Should the Oregon Legislature be elected using a 
nonpartisan method? 

5. Should the Oregon Legislature or local bodies be 
elected using a multiple seat method?  Why? 

6.  A.  Which jurisdiction (state, county, or local) 
 should fund current elections? 

 B.  Considering that all election changes may 
 have additional costs, who should finance 
 them?

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WATER ROUND TABLE REPORT  
"A FLOW PATH FOR OREGON'S WATER RESOURCES”

In October, Water Round Tables were held in Newport as part of meetings statewide to gather 

a broad picture of Oregon’s water quality and quantity issues.  Different points of view were received from the public 
on the need to care for the state's water resources along with ideas of how to do this.  Citizen participants expressed 
their perception of the needs and protection of this resource. State water quality officials were present to report on 
their perceptions and concerns on a broad scale.  The Categories discussed were: 1. Ecology concerns  2. Water qual-
ity  3. Water quantity 
 
The concerns expressed by Participants were:  
 Problem                                   Proposed solution   
    1. Overpopulation and excessive growth      Comprehensive family planning 
    2. Water rights laws                                   Update laws to reflect present realities and changing needs 
    3. Lack of conservation effort                         Education 
    4. Herbicides etc, from food production sources      Education and regulation 
    5. Pollution                                            Rigid water quality law and enforcement 
    6. True cost of water used                             Charge higher rates instead of lower for greater quantity usage 
    7. Private vs greater good                               Awareness 
    8. Greater awareness                                   Reconnect kids with the great out doors "No child left inside" 
    9. Water impacts on quality of life in remote areas   Awareness 
    10. Poor quality water from domestic wells    Better water quality enforcement 
 
OTHER DISCUSSIONS  

¨  General stream health protection for wildlife, including fish.  The question was asked how much water do 
fish need?  The answer from Wildlife Department representative "All of it."  

¨  Better land use practices 
¨  Stop using mixing zones for water quality testing.  Use point of origin of the pollution 
¨  Address concerns about pharmaceuticals in waste water 
¨  Better care of wetlands with greater enforcement 
¨  Adequate funding for infrastructure for water delivery and processing 
¨  Need for run-off regulations 
¨  Study energy policy as it affects water quality and quantity 
¨  Introduce concept of water footprint as with carbon footprint and monitor same  
¨  The state agency staff spoke to 1.  the history of dating water permit laws which grant seniority on date, 

rather then on need  2.  fragmented management of land use and water use  3.  state work being done on a 
"Headwaters to Ocean" plan for 2009 legislature.  

¨  Businesses and universities working on water use and plans. 
¨  Current storm size due to global warming overwhelming outdated infrastructure 
¨  14 agencies in Oregon bureaucratic maze to work through 
 

Under the heading of "I don't think I wanted to know that" - rapid population growth in the northwest is predicted to 
be in large part from the arid southwest as water there disappears.

*  An informal network of citizens engaged in realizing a sustainable water vision for Oregon  
*  A white paper synthesizing the results of the Round Table discussions in its development of a strategic water plan 
for Oregon

other interested parties regarding what is learned through the Round Tables relative to adaptive, integrative, and sus-
tainable water management.
